Verification Form Instructions


I. Purpose

The purpose of this form is to facilitate the verification of local Citizen Corps Councils for the national Citizen Corps. Councils who wish to be affiliated with Citizen Corps and included in the national registry of Citizen Corps Councils must submit a verification request to the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA). This is achieved by completing an online form (https://www.citizencorps.gov/citizenCorps/councilAddStart.do); the form is then simultaneously forwarded to the Governor’s Office and Texas Association of Regional Councils (TARC). TARC will send the Verification Form for Local Citizen Corps Councils to the appropriate Council of Governments (COG) who will verify the Council by answering the questions on the form.

The form consists of five questions. These questions have been designed to make the process simple, easy, and accurate; each answer is a matter of checking the appropriate box.

II. Responsibilities

It is the responsibility of each COG to verify the information, complete the form, and submit to TARC.

III. Submission

After completing the verification form and obtaining the required signature, please submit the form via email, fax, or postal mail to the location on the bottom of the form; original signatures are not required.
